Rep. Bob Filner, the former 20-year history professor at San Diego State University who has
represented San Diego's border congressional district with Mexico for 13 years, will give his
views on international affairs and answer questions from San Diego World Affairs Council
members and guests, at a noon luncheon Wednesday, March 23, at the Faculty Club on the
pristine campus of the University of California at San Diego.

Congressman Filner represents one of America's most ethnically diverse congressional
districts. Spanning southern San Diego and Imperial counties, it is composed of 55% Latinos,
18% Anglos, 15% Filipinos and 12% African-Americans.

Before being elected to Congress, Filner served in non-partisan posts as a member of the
San Diego City Council, where his fellow council members elected him deputy mayor, and on
the San Diego School Board. There his fellow board members elected him board president.

In Congress, he is known for his strong opinions on some subjects — he was a fierce opponent of the Iraq war — and
battles on behalf of constituents. He saved billions of dollars for San Diego through legislation that enabled the city to
retain its waste treatment facility, won both public and private financial support for reopening a rail line between San
Diego and Imperial counties that will facilitate shipping and stimulate jobs in both counties.

Congressman Filner also helped obtain federal funds to extend critical county roadways, and used his seat on the
Committee on Veterans Affairs to push creation of a new 400-bed California Veterans Home in Chula Vista and restoring
of some once-promised benefits to Filipino veterans of World War II who hadn't got what Uncle Sam had promised
decades earlier.

Concerned that long waits at border crossing damages the San Diego economy, the congressman was a strong
proponent of the bill that added a thousand additional border guards. He also is pushing to get guarantees that federal
workers in the military reserves can return to their old jobs if they are called to duty.

Congressman Filner taught history at San Diego State, and is one of only a few members of Congress with a degree in
science. He has a special interest in the way in which scientific advancements change society. He is also one of only 18
members of Congress who holds a Ph.D. degree.
